RENEWABLE ENERGY RE-SOURCES

The Energy resources which can be used to produce again and again are
known as renewable energy resources.

What are Renewable energy sources: energy sources that are naturally
replenished on a human timescale and are considered more sustainable
and environmentally friendly compared to fossil fuels. Here are the main

types

The main different forms of renewable energies are:

SOLAR ENERGY

Solar energy is radiant energy from the Sun's light and heat that is

converted into thermal or electrical energy using technologies like

photovoltaic (PV) panels or concentrated solar power (CSP) systems. It is a

clean, abundant, and renewable resource that can be used for electricity

generation, heating water, and powering buildings, offering an alternative
to fossil fuels.

Source: Sunlight

How it's used: Captured using solar panels or solar thermal systems to

produce electricity or heat.

Advantage: Abundant, low operating costs, clean.

Disadvantage:: Intermittent (depends on sunlight), high initial cost.

WIND ENERGY:

Wind energy is a clean, renewable resource derived from the kinetic energy

of moving air, primarily harnessed by wind turbines to generate electricity.

Wind turbines convert wind's motion into mechanical energy via rotating

blades, which then drives a generator to produce electrical energy.

Source: Wind

How it's used: Wind turbines convert kinetic energy of wind into electricity.

Advantage: Clean, efficient in windy areas, low running cost.

Disadvantage: Location dependent, noise and visual impact, affects bird life

HYDROPOWER (HYDROELECTRIC ENERGY):

* Hydropower is the renewable energy generated by the force of moving
water, typically from rivers or falling water behind a dam, to spin
turbines and produce electricity. This process converts water's kinetic
and potential energy into mechanical energy, which then drives
generators to create electricity, a process that is part of the continuous,
natural water cycle.

* Source: Flowing water (rivers, dams)

* How it's used: Moving water spins turbines to generate electricity.

* Advantage: Reliable, controllable output, long lifespan.

* Disadvantage: Can disrupt ecosystems and communities, high upfront costs.




BIOMASS ENERGY:

This renewable energy derived from organic materials, such as plants,
agricultural waste, and animal manure, which can be burned for heat and
electricity or converted into biofuels. This form of bioenergy uses matter
from recently living organisms, including wood, crops, and waste, to
generate power.

Source: Organic materials (wood, crop waste, animal waste)

How it's used: Burned or converted to produce heat, electricity, or biofuels.
Advantage: Utilizes waste, carbon neutral (if managed sustainably).
Disadvantage: Can lead to deforestation or pollution if not managed well
GEOTHERMAL ENERGY:

Geothermal energy is the heat from inside the Earth, used to generate
electricity and provide direct heating and cooling for buildings. This
renewable energy source comes from the continuous decay of radioactive
particles and the residual heat from Earth's formation.

Source: Heat from within the Earth

How it's used: Extracted through wells and used for heating or electricity
generation.

Advantage: Consistent output, low emissions.

Disadvantage: Location limited (requires geothermal hotspots), high drilling
costs.

Tidal and Wave Energy: Tidal energy harnesses the power of the natural
rise and fall of ocean tides, caused by the gravitational pull of the moon
and sun, to generate electricity. Wave energy, conversely, captures the
kinetic energy from waves created by wind blowing over the ocean's
surface, also originating from

TIDAL ENERGY.

Source: Ocean tides and waves

How it's used: Turbines and other systems harness the movement of water
to generate electricity.

Advantage: Predictable, clean.

Disadvantage: Expensive, limited to coastal regions, still developing
technology

Advantages Disadvantages
